Snow and Adverse Weather Closures

• the number of staff that are able to make it to the academy,  
• the school grounds, roads and walkways around school,  
• local advice,  
• food, heating and water systems.  
 
In the event of a school closure due to the above, or any other unforeseen circumstances, we 
will aim to communicate with staff and parents as clearly and quickly as possible. 
 

 
Other Academy Closures  
If faced with any other closure of school, we will switch to remote learning as early as possible, 
in most cases this will be the same or next school day. Due to the needs and nature of our pupils 
we understand and recognise the challenges of encouraging them to engage with remote 
learning. We will work with our families on the nature of the learning opportunities made 
available to them. We will also monitor attendance closely whilst the school is closed.  
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
